 Gain commitment from Council and other key stakeholders to becoming an International 
Safe Community. Send letter of intent to SCFNZ. 

Safe Community Coalition established with relevant representation from key organisations 
and groups (refer to SCFNZ guideline). 

Designation ceremony, public celebration of your achievement. 

Submission of a redesignation application (every 5 years). Annual monitoring & reporting. 

Preparation & submission of application. SCFNZ is available to guide this process.  

Ongoing monitoring & review of initiatives, resources & timelines.  When a community 
considers it has achieved the six indicators they should apply for designation. Preparation 

of Safe Community Programme Outline (SCFNZ has guideline available). 

Implementation of a community-wide integrated approach to injury prevention & safety 
promotion with active participation by a range of agencies and organisations.

Conduct of site visit at least one month before Designation ceremony. 

From data and gap analysis the Coalition makes decisions on priorities in order to improve 
safety. A plan is drawn up and followed, including sustainability for funding & leadership. 

The baseline data and plan should be submitted to SCFNZ for review. 

Gather baseline data on the injury/crime burden.

Map out your community’s current injury prevention and safety promotion activities to 
identify gaps.
